Prin 2007: Genres and institutions on the move: changing discourses and policies
The study of genre represents a broad and complex research area. Starting from the assumption that genre may affect and transmit contents in a specific way , the choice of the topic can also influence the genre itself, or may sometimes lead to a process of hybridization. Technological innovation and the multimodal nature of websites, which act as new means of structuring institutional discursive practices, have brought about changes in communication procedures.

This project aims to examine processes of genre variation, evolution and contamination within institutional external communication (institutional organisations, press, specific socio-professional recipients, citizens), with specific reference to the British and American government systems and to supranational organizations such as the European Union and the United Nations.

This research project will be primarily though not exclusively based on materials collected from the websites of the selected institutions. These will be investigated by adopting a multimodal approach. Due to the complexity of the topic and to its socio-cultural implications, the methodology will combine various approaches, ranging from genre analysis to textual and semiotic investigation in a multimodal perspective.

Moreover, the communication strategies of international and national institutions are characterised both by traits of innovation and of preservation. The research project will therefore focus on such tendencies, by investigating specific genres, such as citizens' letters, turned into forums 

 and help-desks on the EUROPA portal and on the White House website.
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
